Anonymous web tips 

can also be submitted 

via the tip411 web-

page.  

How to Set Up 

Cell phone set up for 

tip411 is easy:   

1. Under ‘Contacts’ 

on your cell phone, 

establish a new 

contact titled 

“847411” and save.  

2. Now go to your text 

messaging as you 

would to send a 

text message to 

someone.  

3. In the “To” block 

(who you’re going 

to send it to), se-

lect the contact 

“847411”.  

4. Drop to your text 

box; once in the 

text box type in 

“BIA” followed by a 

space.  

5. Then type in your 

crime tip and push 

send once your 

crime tip is com-

pleted.  

An example tip would 

look like this: 

BIA There has been a 

lot of strange cars 

and people at 1234 

Any Street. Many 

people go in and 

come out of the house 

at all hours of the 

day and night and 

they are very noisy 

at night.  

Once a drug tip is sent, 

you will receive a mes-

sage from Citizen Ob-

server indicating the 

message has been for-

warded to the Bureau 

of Indian Affairs Divi-

sion of Drug Enforce-

ment. An Agent from 

the Division of Drug 

Enforcement may then 

respond back to the 

sender asking for addi-

tional information. If 

the sender does not 

want any further con-

tact, the sender only 

needs to text the word 

“stop” back to 847411 

and the contact be-

tween the sender and 

law enforcement is 

broken.  

Please note that text 

message charges may 

apply to your account, 

depending on the 

terms of the service.

Some pastoral visits 

are easy.  Some are 

hard.  Some are a min-

istry of pres-

ence.  Some require 

me to do most of the 

talking.  Some bring 

out tears.  Some bring 

out laughter.  Some 

bring out both.  Some 

visits are all these 

things wrapped into 

one.  I have visited a 

person in a very fragile 

place.  Feelings of 

guilt and shame were 

thick.  Tears and snif-

fles interrupted every 

word.  Pain was clearly 

present.  I had another 

pastoral visit with 

someone who on the 

outside seemed to 

have it all to-

gether.  Good job, 

more than enough re-

sources, plenty of 

worldly pleasures; yet, 

when pain and broken-

ness came calling, this 

person was left with 

big questions surround-

ing the goodness of 

God, the role of the 

church and the place 

of the pastor.  This 

person was seemingly 

left alone feeling lousy 

about life and 

faith.  And I also have 

visited with someone 

dealing with the pangs 

of cancer and chemo 

and radiation.  This 

person teetered back 

and forth from faith-

filled days, to days 

when it all seemed 

pointless compared to 

the glory waiting in 

heaven.  Watching the 

body wither away, 

willingly injecting a 

poison in hopes of kill-

ing off a worse 

evil.  Just miserable. 

In those difficult, yet 

holy times, as Chris-

tians we simply rest in 

the love of God. That’s 

the best part of my 

job.  I get to remind 

people of the great 

love of God in the per-

son of Jesus Christ by 

the power of the Holy 

Spirit.  I mean, who 

has the answer to the 

deep questions of pain 

and suffering in this 

world?  I certainly 

don’t.  I just have the 

joy of reminding us all 

of the steadfast love 

of God.  Does that 

“make it all bet-

ter?”  No, not al-

ways.  But in all cases, 

that’s more than just 

enough.  The love of 

God is greater than 

guilt or shame.  The 

love of God is greater 

than brokenness and 

family issues.  The 

love of God is greater 

than cancer and 

chemo. 

I know it sounds too 

good to be true, but 

it’s not. In fact, that’s 

the heartbeat of our 

faith.  We anchor our-

selves on the love of 

God that is impossible 

for us to ever truly 

comprehend.  We can 

use words like 

“covenant” and 

“grace” and yes, they

To 

touch and to talk of 

God’s love.  And so we
